The IUC Scholarship is intended for PhD students or young faculty members from
certain SE and E European and N African countries, studying or teaching in the field
of social sciences and humanities and attending certain IUC postgraduate courses.
Candidates must be under 35 years of age and nationals and permanent residents of
one of the following countries: Albania, Bosnia & Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Kosovo,
North Macedonia, Montenegro, Republic of North Macedonia, Romania, Serbia,
Tiirkiye, and Ukraine.
